Educational Qualification and Required 

experience is indicated against each post. No 

person shall be appointed to any post in any 

service by direct appointment unless he has 

passed matriculation examination with Punjabi 

as one of the compulsory or elective subjects or 

any other equivalent examination in Punjabi 

Language, which is specified by the Government 

from time to time.  

During the probation period of three years, the 

selected candidate will be paid only minimum 

basic pay as per 7th CPC.
